A. The Gwich’in have led efforts to 
protect the Iizhik Gwats’an Gwandaii 
Goodlit for decades in accordance 
with Gwich’in Niintsyaa (Resolu�on 
to Protect the Birthplace and 
Nursery Grounds of the Porcupine 
Caribou Herd); 

B. The Caribou Coordina�on 
Department of Vuntut Gwitchin 
Government (now Caribou Advocacy 
Office) was created through a 
resolu�on of the General Assembly 
in 1995 to coordinate efforts in 
seeking permanent protec�on of 
Iizhik Gwats’an Gwandaii Goodlit; 

C. At the 2022 Biennial Gwich’in 
Gathering held in our community, 
the Gwich’in Na�on amended and 
reaffirmed Gwich’in Niintsyaa in 
accordance with developments in 
Interna�onal law;  

D. Our efforts to protect Iizhik Gwats’an 
Gwandaii Goodlit are most 
successful when we keep this issue 
in the forefront for poli�cal leaders 
and the general public by using 
diverse voices from the community 
and implemen�ng community-led 
tac�cs;  

E. We are at a cri�cal point in our 
efforts with oil and gas leases issued 
and U.S. law which mandates an Oil 
and Gas Program;  

F. Our efforts have to adapt to 
changes in poli�cal, legal and 
technical landscapes;

A. Young hunters are already providing 
for their family and community, kids 
as young as 8 are hun�ng; 

B. Young hunters are not feeling 
supported and need funding for gas, 
gear, food, repairs; 

C. Tradi�onally young hunters provided 
for their community; 

D. We always put emphasis on land and 
youth;

WHEREAS: 

A. Tradi�onal pursuits funding 
encourages ci�zens to be out on the 
land to live a tradi�onal lifestyle; 

B. Infla�on is impac�ng the costs of 
ge�ng out on the land and keeping 
up our tradi�ons; 

C. Lack of funding is a barrier for 
people spending �me on the land 
with their families, loved ones and 
community; 

D. One of the original intents of land 
claims was so our people can get out 
on the land; 
 

THEREFORE, the General Assembly of the 
Vuntut Gwitchin First Na�on resolves that: 

 

1. VGG increase the amount of 
tradi�onal pursuit funding to $2000 
for youth, individuals and families.  

 16. Recovery 
Program/A�ercare

A. A significant number of Vuntut 
Gwitchin Ci�zens have pursued 
health, wellness, and alcohol and 
drug treatment programs; 

B. There is no recovery and a�ercare 
program in our community; 
 

THEREFORE, the General Assembly of the 
Vuntut Gwitchin First Na�on resolves that: 

 

1. We ci�zens of Vuntut Gwitchin 
request that individuals who are 
employed with camps are safe, 
qualified and on their own healing 
journey; 

2. We request the development of 
a�er care in our community by our 
community. 
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17. Educa�on funding 
review policy 

Resolution No. 2022 – 13 – Tabled 

WHEREAS: 

A. VGG’s educa�on funding policy 
currently does not fund full-�me 
students during the summer 
semester even when an educa�onal 
ins�tu�on recognizes the student as 
a full-�me status; 

B. The educa�on funding policy defines 
a full-�me student as: FULL-TIME 
STUDENT IS A PERSON ENROLLED IN 
THREE (3) OR MORE COURSES (9 
CREDITS) PER TERM OR ENROLLED 
FULL-TIME AS DESIGNATED BY THE 
EDUCATIONAL INSTITUTION THE 
STUDENT IS ATTENDING; 

C. This policy currently gives false hope 
and misinterpreta�on to students 
when it comes to the summer 
semester; 

D. Students should not be denied 
educa�on due to a reliance on 
federal funding sources funding that 
does not support summer studies; 

E. As a Self-Governing First Na�on, we 
need to work towards self-
sustainability and invest in our 
people now, not just future 
genera�ons, and not rely on 
government funding. 

THEREFORE, the General Assembly of the 
Vuntut Gwitchin First Na�on resolves that:

Elders Complex 

Resolution No. 2022 – 13 – Passed by

A. The elders complex is built on the 
area where Victoria Blake’s home 
was; 

B. Victoria was an elder of Old Crow; 
 

THEREFORE, the General Assembly of the 
Vuntut Gwitchin First Na�on resolves that: 

 

1. The elders complex be named in 
remembrance and in honour of 
Victoria Blake (Charlie). 

 19. Emergency 
Housing for VGG 
Employee/Beneficiary 

Resolution No. 2022 –14 – Passed by

WHEREAS:  

A. VG Ci�zens are currently employed 
by VGG and have no housing; 

B. It’s urgent that immediate housing 
for families of VGG employees are 
made available; 
 

THEREFORE, the General Assembly of the 
Vuntut Gwitchin First Na�on resolves that: 

 

1. VGG immediately make available 
housing to homeless employees, 
even at the safe house; ideas include 
wall tent housing or a flex space at 
the Porcupine Work Camp; 

2. VGG acknowledges the urgency of 
the situa�on. 
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20. Ski Lodge / Ski 
Program 

Resolution No. 2022 – 13 – Passed by 
consensus 

WHEREAS: 

A. The cross-country ski program has 
been an integral part of health and 
wellness; 

B. The ski lodge is in disrepair and not 
up to the na�onal building code 
standard with no func�oning 
restroom or living accommoda�ons 
for our volunteer staff and support; 
 

THEREFORE, the General Assembly of the 
Vuntut Gwitchin First Na�on resolves that: 

 

1. VGG maintain this as a public facility 
accessible to the youth and families 
interested in pursuing skiing and 
outdoor pursuits;  

2. VGG iden�fy resources to bring the 
building up to acceptable standards 
for occupancy immediately;  

3. VGG health and social services in 
collabora�on with the Youth Council 
define programs and services 
including the establishment of a 
cer�fied or qualified ski program.  
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
